Voting by proxy is permitted under section 6.2 of the bylaws, which states:

6.2.
PROXIES.  A Member may vote by proxy.  To be effective, a proxy must be written, dated, and signed by the designated representative or alternate of the Member giving the proxy, and must be physically delivered, by hand, fax, or e-mailed PDF file or equivalent which contains a facsimile of the required signature, to an Officer of the Corporation, to an officer of the Operating Committee if applicable, or to another Member prior to the vote in which it is exercised.  If a proxy is delivered to another Member, the representative of the Member holding the proxy shall timely inform the Officer presiding over the meeting of the proxy.


Following are demonstrative forms of proxies you may use, but a similar form will suffice.  Note that the proxy must be signed to be effective; an email alone will not suffice, although email (or fax) may be used to transmit a pdf of a signed proxy.
