Revised WSPP Agreement and Dating Procedures

I.
Revised WSPP Agreement

On January 21, 2010, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission issued an order in Docket No. ER09-980-001 accepting a compliance filing by WSPP modifying page 90E of the WSPP Agreement.  This page is a Schedule Q rate sheet for Public Service Company of Colorado.  The revision has an effective date of February 1, 2009.  The updated WSPP Agreement is posted to wspp.org as the current WSPP Agreement.

II.
Procedures for Dating of WSPP Agreement

We have received inquiries concerning how the date of each version of the WSPP Agreement is set, and how that date corresponds to the effective dates on the pages of the Agreement.  The date of the Commission’s order accepting a change is often different than the effective date of the change.  The effective date may be retrospective or prospective.  For example, the Commission’s January 21, 2010 order noted above adopts a change with an effective date of almost a year ago.  The effective date of each page is specified at the bottom of the page.

To help assure consistency, we will use the following procedure:

1.
If an order accepts only changes that are effective on the date of the order or later (prospective), we will use the effective date of the changes as the date of the revised version of the WSPP Agreement.  This is the usual situation for changes in the body in the agreement.  Historically, there is a single prospective effective date.

2.
If an order accepts retrospective changes (whether or not the order also includes immediate and/or prospective changes), we will use the date of the order as the date of the revised WSPP Agreement.

Each new version of the WSPP Agreement will be posted with a cover sheet (not part of the filed Agreement; it is informational only).  The cover sheet will note the applicable Commission order and the changed page number(s), and state a date of the revised WSPP Agreement.  The filed pages of the Agreement will state the respective effective dates. A redlined version also will be posted.
